Malta has amazing light conditions to photograph 
under 24 hours a day. A series of photo walks will 
enable students to explore the natural and social 
environments, while obtaining and practicing technical 
photography skills. The photo walks can also help 
students identify a research theme and potential 
participants, and give guidance on how to portray 
chosen research topics through images in creative and 
exciting ways.  

This opportunity can be tailored to different skill levels 
and no expensive camera is necessary - just the will to 
learn, be creative and open to seeing the island through 
a variety of perspectives. 

Working alongside practicing photographers, students 
will also have the opportunity to contribute to ongoing 
research about local use of public space.

• Fine tune your observational skills through visual 

focus. 
• Gain techniques which will help you think creatively.
